Grills must be at least 20 feet from your property when in use and at no time are you to use your
grill inside your house or on any porch, patio or balcony.

L awn M aintenance

Please make sure your outside yard is clear of paper, bottles, and other debris. We understand that the residents
are not always responsible for the debrisin their yard, but it is still your responsibility to clean up this debris. If
there is debris in your yard it may hinder our ability to keep your lawn mowed. Any excessive debris that we
clean up from your property will be subject to a minimum $25.00 fine.
